Most of the Fu during that time depicted
the simple official working style and the public mood under the Peaceful Golden, or extolled the Confucian ethos
of local governors to manifest the harmonious social atmosphere accomplished by local cultural civilization. The
Fu not only highlighted the so—called official achievements of the imperial examination, but also weakened the atti—
tude toward a life of fame and richness achieved by the imperial examination in an over-correcting manner, such

as depicting their local filial piety, reclusive fashions, etc.

Exploring the Creative Method of Sublimation and Refinement in Strange Tales from a Chinese Studio
Li Guikui
In the textual creation of Strange Tales from a Chinese Studio( Liaozhai Zhiyi) , Pu Songling was good at
sublimating and refining the predecessor’s texts, which was a new strategy of taking the cause as a new one. Be-
cause of its variety and magnificence, we might wish to explore it from a variety of dimensions. From the per—
spective of sublimation, some of them extended a variety of current texts from a certain pre-text, that was, uni—
fied diversity; others also integrated a variety of pre-texts into a current text, that was, multivariate unity. From
the definition of sublimation, it could be divided into explicit dissociation with traceability, implicit dissociation
without revealing, and metaphor between the explicit and hidden. From the rhetoric perspective, some were con—
cise and succinct, and this was exaggerated into a prosperous style; some were from the intricacy to the under—
statement, from the complex to the simple. In addition, as far as the sublimation and refinement effect was con—
cerned, except the positive use, there were also directly intentional and reversely intentional elements, which
were intended to create aesthetic effects such as harmony and irony. All of this fully demonstrated that Pu Son—
gling was good at the ability to have the traceless things utilize the traditional poetics and to melt the predecessor’s
literature and extend the creativity of the novel. In the face of the diversified sublimation and refinement, the
mode of Strange Tales from a Chinese Studio, Feng Zhenluan and other commentators realized that readers could
only better understand and fully interpret the text of this novel creatively and aesthetically if they had only read

the pre-existing crowd books extensively.

On the Political Identity of Yan Zhitui Li Jun

Political identity was an important issue in the later period of the Northern and Southern Dynasties, when
people from the Southern Dynasty universally faced it after their migration to the Northern dynasty. This paper is
a case study of the political identity of Yan Zhitui. Firstly, it analyzes that A Biography of Yan Zhitui in Beigishu

( {3545 « Bz #E{% ) was a faithful reflection of Yan Zhitui’s ideology. Secondly, based on this analysis,

this paper points out that Yan Zhitui was politically sympathetic toward the Northern Qi’s regime in view of the
fact that his biography which detailed his political activities in the Northern Qi Dynasty was particularly written in
Beiqi shu. Thirdly, this paper maintains that his political identity ascribed to two key factors. In the first place,
he was highly valued and appreciated by the last emperor of the Northern Qi Dynasty and held a high rank, and

therefore owed a sense of gratitude to the monarch. In the second place, the status quo that he was oppressed in

the Sui Dynasty reinforced his recognition of the Northern Qi’s regime.

On the Ideal Tension Between Dao( Logos) and Fa ( Law) Zheng Kai
Historical transformations from the Spring and Autumn period to the Han Dynasty demonstrated that the e—
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mergence of Dao’s Law from De’s Ritual was the most profound and thought-provoking thread in the history of
thought, which also best represented the overall spirit of the times concerned. The earliest Law that was signifi—
cant to the study of the history of thought had its beginnings in adjustments and modifications made to the ritual
laws of the Zhou Dynasty and accompanied the historical process of degeneration and disintegration of rituals and
music. That was to say, the earliest Law was brought about as modification, rectification and addition to Ritual.

The following reformation movement saw the maturation of Law which included institutional development and the
spread of the spirit of Law. In this process, Law gradually outgrew Ritual and achieved conceptual independ-
ence. Subsequently, this process introduced a new cultural atmosphere that marked a new phase in history. After
the concept of Law finds its independence from Ritual, it continued to be associated and interweaved with the
concept and theories of Dao, creating a large conceptual space between Dao and Law. We might therefore con—
clude that the concept and theories of Dao were the most significant theoretical achievements made in the philo—
sophical breakthrough of the time between the Spring and Autumn and the Warring States period, whereas the po—

litical philosophical rumination made between Dao and Law was the unique creation of the school of Huang Lao.

The Macro Perspective of Microcosm: On the Study of Chinese Urban History Taking Chengdu as a
Case Wang Di

Public sphere is the best place to observe social relations, where all kinds of people, especially lower class
people, conducted their daily life. In China, however, the topic of public life has been ignored by scholars of ur—
ban history. Studies of urban space of China can explore the relationship between commoners and public sphere
and public life. A research that focuses on a small public place such as streets and teahouses in 20" century
Chengdu needs place the microcosm into the macro context of studying Chinese urban history. Such studies can
lead us to rethink studies of urban popular culture and enhance our understanding of urban lower class people and
elites. To have a whole picture of the city, we have to enter the lowest level of society and to understand the most
basic units of urban social lives by examining the details of everyday life although those details look insignificant. The
mutual influence of urban residents and their usage of public sphere made the major changes of street and teahouse
culture in the 20" century. To study these changes can help us achieve a better understanding of how social reformers

and reforms and other movements influenced the relationship among ordinary people, elites, and the state.

The Investigation on the Ethnic Origin of Baekje & the Fusion Process Between Goguryeo and Baekje

Despite the fact that the ethnic origin of Baekje is diversified, the origin could generally be traced back to
the ancient Huimo clan, which was quite active in the southeast of Liaodong Peninsula and Korean Peninsula.
During the long process of historical development, the Huimo clan evolved into the tribe and tribe group inclu—
ding Hui people, Mo people, ancient Korean, Fuyu people, Woju, Goguryeo, Samhan, Donghui, etc. Baekje
was founded in Mahan and the majority of the Baekje people were Mahan people. Therefore, Mahan people are
regarded as the dominant ethnic origin of Baekje people. Besides, Fuyu people, Goyuryeo people and Han peo—
ple played a quite important role in the formation and development of Baekje race. During the seventh century
coexistence between Baekje and Goguryeo, there existed both communication and fusion, in spite of hostility.
Their mutual touch and communication occurred as early as the Four Counties of the Han. At the early stage of
the foundation of Baekje, it allied with Goguryeo. During the Three Kingdoms of Korea, the two countries both
waged wars against each other. The household annexation resulted by these wars facilitated the fusion between
